1. ELA performance of students proficient in the standard or above increased and the number below standard decreased for all
grade levels. More acceleration is needed to move those at or near standard. Only a slight increase was evident in the area of
reading. More significant increases were evident in writing and listening.

2. New curriculum introduced in 2016-17 in addition to intensive tutoring was provided after-school.

3. Grade level collaboration was established weekly to monitor student progress more frequently and to analyze student
performance and provide consistency among grade levels.
